 One year since we were told some of the worst 

news we could have possibly ever heard, but we  

are here one year later to say thank you again  

to everyone! 

 That day will be forever etched in my brain--

hearing Rudy had a germ cell tumour/stage one 

ovarian cancer--those words changed our lives  

forever. Changed how I viewed how we were to  

live our lives, and changed how we chose to live 

from then on. And Rudy showed me what strength 

is, what courage is, and what living truly is!! 

 She went through surgery within 48 hours of  

diagnosis, and started chemo within a week of all 

that, and fought through it all with energy and 

smiles, even through the tough days.  We slept in 

that crib together every night, and we braved every 

single day, and I wouldn't have been able to do it without you showing me how Rudy!  

       You kicked cancer's ass, and here we are but a mere year later.  

       It both seems like just yesterday, and a decade ago all at once. 

 We are still adjusting to our "new normal" & I am not going to lie, as a mother, I will be forever 

changed by this experience. I live with more anxiety than I ever did. My heart skips a beat when I 

see the oncology department is calling, and I'm a rack of nerves each and every oncology outpatient 

appointment. I'd be lying if I said I wasn't still waiting for bad news sometimes, waiting for that 

dreaded day to hear "it came back". But I'm learning to let go of that fear slowly, and learning to let 

Rudy go be a kid, and hang on a little less tightly, because she is more than healthy and happy, and a 

perfectly normal, almost three year old, soon-to-be big sister.  

 We can never express how thankful we will be to everyone who supported us through that       

turmoil, and continues to support us each day--friends, family, our hometowns, the Stollery,       

doctors, nurses, social workers, child life specialists, everyone in Rudy's care team, Kids with    

Cancer Society, and the list goes on and on.  

      We really truly would not be where we are today without all of your support.!! 

    We will be forever grateful and on this day we celebrated with our little fighter :)

  Feeling right starts with thinking right. Helping your children think right to have good emotional health is as 

important as helping them eat right for good physical health.  But how do you help your children have good         

emotional health?   The first part of Proverbs 23:7 says, ñFor as he thinks in his heart, so is he.ò   

 It is not your looks, or how smart you are, or how much money you have. It is what you think and believe. What 

you think determines what you do and what you feel. When we think right thoughts, we do right things, and we have 

right feelings. But when we think wrong thoughts, we do wrong things and have wrong or unpleasant feelings. It is 

important to talk openly with your kids about óthinking about what they are thinkingô especially if you are noticing 

signs of moodiness or depression.  Getting away from screens, monitoring movies and videos, and getting outside for 

some good old fashion (and muddy) play is a great way to help our kids get their minds off of negativity, bad news  

and focus on what is good, fun and wholesome.   

 Spending time in worship and prayer is also a great way to lift negative thinking.  Encourage your children that 

Godôs thoughts towards them are good thoughts.  Jeremiah 29:11 says (NKJV) ñFor I know the thoughts that I think 

toward you, says the Lord, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future and a hope.ò        

               éééééééé.Till next month be blessed.
